CSAF Volleyball Rules

(Revised 6-10-09)

Except stated as otherwise in this document, the Rules of play to be used by CSAF shall be those in use at Public Schools of the same level (National Federation).

1. All CSAF Rules and Policies apply.

2. Rally Point to 25

3. JV and JH  School


a. Best of 3

b. Rally point to 25 with a 30 point cap.

c. Tie Breaker to 15 no cap, must win by two
d. May use the Libero Player

e. The team using the Libero Player will be responsible for providing the Libero tracker.

4. Serving

At all levels, once the official has beckoned the serve:

a.  Both benches (including coaches, players, managers, etc.) will remain silent until after the serve. 
b. There shall be no shouting, jeering or other deliberate attempts to distract the server.  All movement behind the server must also stop.

5. Dates and deadlines for the JV teams are listed on the TCAF Calendar.

a. Issuing equipment before the beginning of the season.

b. Starting date for volleyball practices.

c. First day for volleyball interschool scrimmages and games.

d. Rosters and Final Rosters

e. Copy of participating school’s athletic policies.

6. Jr. Varsity Number of Games and Tournaments


a. No team shall compete in more than three (3) individual tournaments, plus 24 matches in a season, up to and including the district qualification date.

b. No matches may be scheduled after the qualification date, except by teams that are in the district tournament. No additional games may be played by a team once it has been eliminated from the district tournament.

c. All district games must be played and all District games count as Varsity games on the schedule.

d. No game shall be scheduled on Sunday.

e. Those students who play on both JV and Varsity may play in no more than 3 tournaments plus a total of 30 games (Varsity and JV games combined.)

f. A district tournament or district play-off does not count as one of the three tournaments.

g. Teams in the play-offs are allowed one practice game between each round of the play-offs. These games do not count toward the total games allowed.

h. Schools may substitute two (2) games for each tournament dropped or add an additional tournament for each 2 dropped games. These changes should be clearly noted on the school’s official schedule.

i. A varsity starter shall not play on the Junior Varsity team unless the opposing coach gives his permission and there are not enough Junior Varsity players to begin the event. If the game is a JV District game, the game may still be played but will be forfeited by said team. Under no circumstances should a Varsity starter be allowed to play when there are Junior Varsity players on the bench.
j. No 7th grader may play on Varsity or Junior Varsity teams.

7. Rosters


a. A Junior Varsity team roster must be sent to the Volleyball Commissioner by the calendar due dates.

b. Junior Varsity Players that also play on the Varsity team must be listed on the Varsity Roster as the “traveling team.”
